Monday, June 1 Numbers 22:1-21   

-Who was Balaam? Was he a true prophet of God? 
-What did God tell him to do? Compare verse 12 with 23:19. 
 

-RTYB’26 – 2 Kings 11-14; and pray for the Isaac Hodgdon family today.  
 

Tuesday, June 2 Numbers 22:22-35   

-Why did God allow Balaam to go with the messengers? 
-Why was God going to kill Balaam if He allowed him to go? 
 

-RTYB’26 – Jonah 1-4; and pray for Veronica Hutchinson today.   
 

Wednesday, June 3 Numbers 22:36-23:11   
-In these chapters, who is in control? What important 

  points should we get from Numbers 22:1-23:11 so far? 
 

-RTYB’26 – Amos 1-3; and pray for Bruce & Jamie Imhoff today.  
 

Thursday, June 4 Numbers 23:12-26   
-Why do Balak and Balaam keep trying to curse Israel? 
-Notice verse 23 and compare it with Joshua 13:22. 
 

-RTYB’26 – Amos 4-6; and pray for Ashleigh Kuhns today.   
 

Friday, June 5 Numbers 23:27-24:25   

-What prophecy does Balaam utter about Jesus here? 
-Does God speak through unbelievers? Are there examples?

Saturday, June 6 Jude   
-Notice verse 11. What does God say about Balaam here? 

-Read Revelation 2:14. What was Balaam’s doctrine? 
 

-RTYB’26 – 2 Kings 15-17; and pray for Kenny & Jenny Kuhns today.   
 

Sunday, June 7 2 Peter 2  
-Notice verses 14-15. What does this say about Balaam? 

-Are there people like Balaam in our own day? Who?
